Inhalation of excessive amounts of dust may cause
temporary upper respiratory irritation and/or congestion and
irritation of the eyes and skin. Exposure to SUPAPINE dust
may cause absorption of the copper/chrome/arsenate
complex. Any potential health effects from this product will
be related to dust only, and not from intact product which has

been left for 14 days after treatment, or otherwise
conditioned to allow chemical fixation. The Worksafe
Western  Australia  Commission  publication  entitled

“Controlling Wood Dust Hazards at Work” and dated June
2000, states that “Dust from CCA (copper-chrome-arsenate)
treated timber is not significantly more toxic than from other
timbers, provided dust levels are kept below occupational
exposure standards”.

Handling wood may cause splinters.
The following health effects refer to exposure to SUPAPINE
CCA treated plantation pine sawdust:

Unlikely under normal conditions. Swallowing the dust may
cause nausea, abdominal pain and diarrhoea.

Wood dust may be irritating to the eyes resulting in redness
and watering.

Skin contact within 14 days of CCA treatment may result in
skin irritation. Wood dust may irritate the skin or cause a
contact (allergic) dermatitis in some people.

Inhalation of wood dust may be irritating to the nose, throat
and lungs.

Repeated inhalation of dust from this product may cause
nasal and other respiratory cancers. Some compounds of
arsenic are associated with an increased risk of lung cancer.
Some chromium compounds have been associated with an
increased risk of nasal cancer. Wood dust is associated with
an increased risk of nasal cancer. Exposure to wood dust in
some susceptible people may result in respiratory and skin
sensitisation leading to asthma and dermatitis respectively.

If wood dust is swallowed, give water to drink. Seek medical
attention if any abdominal discomfort. If swallowed by a child
and more than 15 minutes from a hospital, induce vomiting if
the child is alert and conscious.

Flush thoroughly with water for at least 15 minutes. If
irritation persists seek medical attention.

There is no specific Exposure Standard for SUPAPINE CCA
treated softwood.

Keep exposures as low as practicable with the aim of
maintaining air borne CCA treated dust levels below 1.0
mg/m® TWA. All work with CCA treated wood must be
carried out in such a manner as to minimise exposure to
dust.

Non-fogging goggles or safety glasses (AS/NZS 1337)
should be worn if there is a risk of wood dust or flying
particles getting into the eye such as when using power
tools.

Wear industrial gloves (AS 2161), loose comfortable clothing,
unless this will cause a hazard working in and around
machinery, and boots. Long sleeved shirts and long trousers
are recommended if skin irritation occurs. Wash skin with
mild soap and water after working with SUPAPINE. Launder
work clothes regularly and separately from other clothes.

Avoid breathing wood dust. Wear a P1 or P2 particulate
respirator suitable for particulates and conforming to
Australian Standards AS/NZS 1715 and AS/NZS 1716 when
exposed to dust. These Standards should be followed in the
selection, fitting, testing, use, storage and maintenance of
the respirators.

Local exhaust ventilation should be provided at areas of
wood processing to remove air borne dust. General dilution
ventilation should be provided as necessary to keep air
borne dust below the guideline exposure limit.

Inhalation of air borne particles from other sources in the
work environment, including those from cigarette smoke,
may increase the risk of lung disease. It is recommended
that all storage and work areas be smoke free zones and that
other air borne contaminants be minimised.
